Mr. Simonelli explained about the petroleum tanks and said that there are two (2) spill files
with DEC that need to be closed.

Supervisor Livsey asked Mr. Simonelli if he expects DEC to sign off within the next 3-6 months.

Mr. Simonelli said that, if DEC wants groundwater testing, it might be possible in 6 months, but
not 3 months.

Council Member Edsall said he would like to see the white building demolished, but he is
concerned with lead in the paint and asbestos inside.

Mr. Simonelli explained that it would depend on the percent of lead to determine whether it is
hazardous. Mr. Simonelli further stated that he is not a licenses asbestos inspector so he
cannot say if there is asbestos or not, but a determination should be made before demolition
begins.
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Charlie Murphy said she would be concerned with heavy metals if it was made a recreation
area.

Mr. Simonelli said that he agrees and it could be recommended that the soil be covered in
those areas.

Jean Wort said that she feels strongly that the Town should have river access.

Council Member Edsall said that the County is requiring a letter stating that any work they do is
to benefit the Town and not the private owner.

Supervisor Livsey said he would send out an email tomorrow.
